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Summary of Major Activities and Accomplishments:

Collaborative Activities amongst LINCS grantees included:
· Finalizing the reports for the professional development and professional development mapping surveys
· Coordinating the exhibit table, LINCS Research-to-Practice Institute, and technology lab for ProLiteracy Conference, October 1–4, 2008

· Implementing activities related to three new directions for our work: transitions to postsecondary and work, health literacy, and building capacity for professional development; we’re currently identifying resources and collecting background information 

· Planning LINCS strand for COABE Conference, April 18–22, 2008
· Coordinating reviewers for and reviewing drafts of online course on research, Identifying and Implementing Scientifically Based Research

The co-directors attended the monthly teleconference meetings with other Regional Resource Centers and quarterly teleconference meetings with LINCS Resource Collections and staff. Most discussions centered on how to work across projects in promoting LINCS and discussion lists as communities of practice, resource centers’ role in Bridges to Practice, and upcoming national conferences.
Kaye Beall is the contact for National Institute for Literacy staff following the departure of the program officer and has coordinated teleconference meetings and planned agenda for upcoming meeting of LINCS in Washington, DC. The co-directors met on September 16–17, 2008, for the purpose of planning activities for Year 3.
Partner Activities included:
· Missouri Valley Adult Education Conference (July 16–18, 2008)—arranged for state partner to staff exhibit table
· Minnesota Summer Institute (August 6–8, 2008)—provided two sessions on Teaching Adults to Read, Fluency and Vocabulary, by Kathy St. John and Kaye Beall and staffed exhibit table
· Illinois Administrator’s Conference (August 12–14, 2008)—arranged for state partner to distribute publication flyers

· Literacy Volunteers Illinois Americorps Training (September 22–23, 2008)—provided 2-day training by Kathy St. John on Teaching Adults to Read: Components or Reading
· ProLiteracy Conference (October 1–4, 2008)—finalizing plans for preconference on Teaching Adults to Read, the Research to Practice Roundtable session, technology lab and exhibit table, and  conference bag insert and program ad
· American Library Association Office of Literacy Services—meeting with staff to plan a Library/Community Literacy Summit; tentative date is March 31 (alternative April 7)
· National College Transitions Network—meeting with staff to discuss ways to partner in identifying resources for and promoting transitions to work and postsecondary

· Updating spreadsheets of state conferences and state contacts and information. State contacts included state ABE directors, state professional developers, state volunteer literacy offices, association executive directors/presidents, and newsletter editors

· Starting discussion list for state partners who are professional developers to network

· Sending announcements of the Institute’s News and Notes and three guest discussions on the discussion lists to state partners
· Responding to six technical assistance and information or publication requests about Institute-related initiatives/products

· Contracting with Julie McKinney to develop a Health Literacy Toolkit for state partners to use as a resource.

Teaching Adults to Read Workshop activities included:
· Responding to Kathy St. John on questions related to work in addressing the instructional design recommendations and completing the trainer notes for a comprehensive guide; anticipated completion date of  December 31
· Identifying copyrighted materials that may require permissions

· Coordinating the piloting of conference-length sessions of the workshop for purposes of completing the full length workshop and shorter segments. 
Plan for Work to Be Completed in the Next Quarter:
We will continue to promote the Institute and its products at strategic state and regional conferences in Maine and Massachusetts by coordinating and staffing vendor tables. We will be attending two national conferences, the National College Transitions Network and the NAEPDC Meeting this quarter, and dialoging with both networks about how LINCS and the Institute might support their work. We will also make contacts with targeted states to promote the Institute at forthcoming conferences and meetings, based on feedback from the Partner Meeting and/or the region’s dissemination plan. We’re continuing to contact conference planners to solicit free resource tables for distributing materials and flyers that promote the Institute’s products.
We’ll be working with the other resource centers to plan for Bridges to Practice training. We plan to attend and facilitate the LINCS meeting at the end of October. We’ve contracted with a facilitator to provide a workshop on Results-focused Evaluation for the Regional Centers and Resource Collections.
Other major work will include: 
· developing opportunities for targeted training amongst state partners

· implementing the regional dissemination plan
· preparing trainer’s guide and participant handbook for Teaching Adults to Read workshop, as well as training designs for shorter sessions 
· hosting twp teleconferences for state partners; the first is on the topic of Communities of Practice, the second at the launch of the Resource Collections
· offering the online course, The Path of Professional Development Evaluation, to our region’s professional developers in October
· initiating plans for the State Partner Meeting in June 2009

· continuing planning for Libraries and Community Literacy Summit by identifying potential panelists and confirming logistics
Problems Resolved/Needing Resolution:

We’ll need assistance in acquiring sound files, copyright releases, and possibly portions of webcasts for specific parts of the Teaching Adults to Read Workshop.

We need confirmation that the Institute will provide the funding for the technical aspects of the Libraries and Community Literacy Summit and more information on how to proceed.
