PAST TENSE ENDING SOUNDS:  ED = /d/  /t/  /id/

For pronunciation purposes, it is important that an ending is heard.  There are rules for the pronunciation of –ed endings of verbs.  The –ed ending is spelled the same,  it just makes a different sound!  The pronunciation is decided by the end sound of the verb.

· -ed is pronounced /id/ if the verb ends with the sound /t/ or /d/, no matter how these sounds are spelled.

· /id/ adds a syllable to the verb
