· When students call out the answer – a hierarchy develops

· Grammar is a progression; building

· Structure Activities:  Ask sentences – check yes or no;  Either or questions (receptive work); dictation with “wh” questions; karat passage – cloze activity without the lines – put a karat mark where they think the word is missing – tell students how many words are missing first; students try to read the passage with the missing words orally, put the missing words on the board and then fill them in where they belong; final activity fill in the missing grammar (productive)
