· Repetition improves and strengthens neural connections

· More repetitions, the more the brain holds it in memory

· Attention, Repetition, Intense exposure are all needed for learning

· Create new pathways in brain

· Research – Hargis et al 1988

· Grammar and vocabulary need repetition; same with text

· Spend more time on 1 thing to really learn it

· Rehash with variety

· Rote repetition not effective in learning

· Offer variety of pathways to the brain and memory for it to click; same idea as MI theory

· More senses involved, greater the learning, research

· Learning has curves; the curves are the processing time

· Repetition and interaction = retention

· Space repetitions

· Constant recycling for concrete and long term memory

· Divide learning into short time periods
