	Low Percentage of

Latino College Students Transfer to Universities


	Most Latino postsecondary students in California are concentrated in community colleges but few move on to universities, according to a new study by the Chicano Studies Research Center at the University of California-Los Angeles (UCLA).  While 40 percent of the Latino students enrolled in California community colleges said they wanted to transfer to a four-year school, and another 28 percent were undecided about future education goals, only about 10 percent successfully transferred.  The study points out the need for institutional support—such as summer “bridge programs” at colleges—that could help Latinos prepare for the rigors of university study.  Of all Chicanos who earned a doctorate, nearly one in four began postsecondary education at the community college level.

	
	

	Rural States Selected

For Grant Competition


	OVAE has identified 20 small, rural states eligible to apply for Rural Adult Education Collaborative (RAEC) grants by June 29.  Five will be chosen for a 16-month OVAE project creating viable plans to:

· Implement effective and comprehensive professional development systems;

· Improve curriculum and instruction;

· Form partnerships with workforce and other transitioning agencies; or

· Engage in other activities supported under the Adult Education and Family Literacy Act.

States selected to apply for the grants, based on data from the National Center for Education Statistics, are: Maine, Vermont, Mississippi, Alabama, North Carolina, North Dakota, West Virginia, South Dakota, Kentucky, Arkansas, Montana, South Carolina, Iowa, Tennessee, Oklahoma, New Hampshire, Kansas, Alaska, Georgia, and Wyoming.  Final decisions are expected this summer.



	Nevada “Pinpoints”  

Adult ELL Needs


	The Nevada Department of Education has created a new “pinpoint” system to match English language learning (ELL) programs and students.  The education agency works with local districts using population data to identify locations with clusters of English language learners.  Analysts overlay that data with locations of adult education programs to see where needs are met and unmet.  Details are available from Mary Katherine Moen.
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
