2. A summary/synopsis about what will specifically be addressed/focused upon in the chapter.

3. Discuss in two to three sentences:  

a) How your racial group or lived experiences within a particular racial group has been impacted by race/racism; (or)
b) Why you think that it is important for the field of adult education to engage in a discussion about the impact of race and racism?

4. Describe how this chapter will address or incorporate or intersect with the historical, socio-political or racial realities as it pertains to the field of adult education or within a particular educational setting for adults.

5. Sign warrant statement

a)   Acknowledging your willingness to write the chapter, 

b) Willing to share your chapter with other authors in the section that your chapter will appear 

c) Agreeing to participate in the web-link or kitchen table dialogue; 

d) Completing the first chapter draft within four months of proposal being approved for publication.

e) Completing the chapter by June 2007
