PANEL DISCUSSION
Three or more presenters, each with a unique perspective on a topic, will present their views.  Participants will have open discussion, moderated by the lead presenter, for the remainder of the session.

LECTURE
One presenter will utilize approximately 2/3 of the session to deliver information to the participants.  The remaining 1/3 of the session will be devoted to interaction between the presenter and the participants.  

TEAM PRESENTATION
Two presenters will share information in an informal style involving participants throughout the session.  This works well for demonstration of learning tools, assessment strategies, etc.

WORKSHOP SESSION
The presenter(s) will provide hands-on activities, demonstrations, development of materials, and/or application of practice.

Room Set-Up:  The majority of the meeting rooms will be set up in a classroom style.  Some may be set in rounds or theater style to accommodate more participants.
